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The Valley Wide GIS (VWGIS) program and data sets have been 


established for the purpose of coordinating regional transportation,


land use, and air quality planning efforts.  The VWGIS serves to 


provide regional data sets that can be accessed from one central 


location and which exists in a single, standardized format.  Major 


data layers include roads, parcels, zoning, general plan, traffic 


analysis zones, demographics, and air quality grid.  The project 


region is encompassed by the Counties of San Joaquin, Stanislaus, 


Merced, Madera, Fresno, Kings, Tulare, and Kern.  The participants 


of the VWGIS program include the California Department of 


Transportation (Caltrans), the San Joaquin Valley Unified Air 


Pollution Control District(SJVUAPCD), and the following trans-


portation planning agencies: San Joaquin Council of Governments, 


Stanislaus Area Association of Governments, Merced County Association 


of Governments, Madera County Transportation Commission, Council of 


Fresno County Governments, Kings County Association of Governments, 


Tulare County Association of Governments, and the Kern Council of 


Governments.





The data developed under this program is intended for the use of


the agencies listed above, and with few exceptions cannot be 


released to any other agency, entity, or person without the 


permission of MCAG, Caltrans, and the SJVUAPCD.  In addition, data


provided by the City of Stockton, City of Bakersfield, Fresno 


County, and Kings County cannot be released without the permission


of these respective agencies.
